1. Use a piece of construction paper or colorful card stock. Measure in 3 inches along the length of the paper and draw a guide line. This was a great opportunity to teach kids how to measure and draw straight lines using a ruler.
2. Have your kids cut along your guide lines. This will give you a strip of paper 3″ by 11.”
3. Fold this paper into thirds.
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4. You or your kids will want to cut out the printable (see attached) or you can draw it if you don’t have the ability to print.
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5. Draw around your kids’ hands and cut them out.
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6. Kids can now glue down the verse/head and hands. I recommend using a glue stick for paper crafts like this.
7. Kids can use a Sharpie or another pen to create the mouth and nose. I like to use white glue to attach the eyes. You can also draw eyes if you don’t have googly eyes.
 8. The final step is to add on the hair. I used twine, but you could use yarn too. Again, I used white glue for this part. They can add hair on top of the head or facial hair too.
