OBJECT LESSON - UPSIDE-DOWN WATER EXPERIMENT 
WHAT YOU NEED: Drinking glass or jar, water, plastic tub, towel, pieces of cardstock WHAT YOU DO: Demonstrate the following experiment that seems to defy gravity! 
Working over the plastic tub to protect from spills, fill a jar or drinking glass to the brim with water. 
Place the piece of cardstock over the top of the glass and hold securely.
Quickly turn the glass upside down (over the plastic tub) while maintaining pressure on the cardboard.
Slowly remove the hand that is holding the cardstock.
Repeat the experiment by letting kids give it a try.
Be sure to fill the jar to the brim and use a dry piece of cardstock each time.

ACTIVITY #2: HELPING OUT

Each letter should have its own box similar to hopscotch. One child should stand on the H and the other in front of the H. The one in front of the H needs to crawl under the legs of kid on H to get to U. The kid on H will then crawl under the legs of the kid on U to get to M. The kids will continue helping each other until they spell humility. The point is to make sure they are helping each other to every letter. If they struggle or fall, they must work together to help each get up and start again.

ACTIVITY #3: HUMBLE HANDS
This is a version of tag where you help each other out. You start with one 'it' person. The 'it' person must tag another person and say something nice about them. Now, there are two 'it' people. You continue to tag and say something nice about everyone tagged until there isn't anyone left. This is a fun game to play with the whole family.
