ACTIVITY #1: Video: God’s Story: Stephen (Crossroads Kid’s Club)

ACTIVITY #2: “FORGIVENESS FIZZ.”  
Give each child an Alka-Seltzer tab and instruct them to hold it and think about someone that they need to forgive.  Explain that when we are hurt and angry it hurts us too, but we can ask God to help us to let go of those feelings.  Pour some water into the bowl and have the children place their Alka-Seltzer tabs in the water.  As they watch the tablets bubble, have them imagine giving their hurt feelings to God.  Have everyone say together, “Thank you, God, for helping us to forgive.”


ACTIVITY #3: FORGIVENESS STONE
Let your child/children search outside for a flat stone. Let them paint or write on the stone the word “Forgive”. Talk about how Stephen forgave the men who hurt him and even asked God to forgive them.

ACTIVITY #4: TWIST AND TURN CUP BIBLE VERSE REVIEW GAME

What you will need:
Styrofoam Cups
Permanent Markers

Preparation:
1. Use our Bible verse from this month:
We must not become tired of doing things for God. We will receive our harvest of eternal life at the right time – Don’t give up! Galatians 6:9
Count the words in the Bible verse and stack that many cups.
2. Numbers the cups so you know the order of the cups. (make sure you put the number so your child doesn’t see it)
3. Write the Bible verse reference on the top cup, and then write the words from the Bible verse one on each cup from top to bottom.
How to Play:
1. Mix up the cups. Give your child the stack of cups. 
2. On the word "go" the child should stack the cups from beginning to end, starting with the Bible verse reference.  Time the child to see how fast he can stack up all the words. Tell him how long it took to stack the words in correct order.
3. Mix the cups again, so the words are mixed up and challenge him/her to try again to beat his/her time.
