This month we’re talking about what it means to live with gratitude. We’ll start by taking a look in the Bible at a verse from 1 Thessalonians. The book of 1 Thessalonians is actually a letter that the apostle Paul wrote to the Jesus-followers who lived in a place called Thessalonica. Paul wanted to encourage the Thessalonians to keep up the good work and keep spreading the news about Jesus. Here’s what Paul encouraged them to do. It’s something that WE can do, too.
Open the Bible to 1 Thessalonians 5:18 and read:
“In every situation, be thankful and continually give thanks to God; for this is the will of God for you in Christ Jesus.”
Look at that first part—no matter what happens. Really? I’m supposed to give thanks no matter what? Even if I fail a test? Even if my car breaks down? Even if there’s a virus that closes down the entire world? How does THAT work?
Supplies needed to effectively tell this story to your kids: 10 building blocks or                 action figures:

 Today’s Bible story is about someone who chose to be thankful even when those around him were not thankful.

One day Jesus was entering a village. There were ten lepers that stood far away from Him. A person who is a leper has a disease that changes their skin. Leprosy was a terrible disease to have. In Jesus’ time, those who had this disease had to stay away from those who did not have it. It was lonely way to live.

Line up 10 (blocks, action figures) and pretend these are the lepers.

The ten lepers started crying out, “Jesus, Master, have mercy on us!” Jesus looked at them. He said, “Go show yourselves to the priests.”
They did as he told them. And as they went on their way, their leprosy went away. Their skin was good as new. They were healed!

Let’s turn the lepers around and have them go to the priest. Can you help me?
But one leper stopped when he saw he was healed. He turned around and came back to Jesus.
(Take one leper and have him turn around and come back.)
He shouted, “Praise God!”  Can you say that with me?

He feel to the ground right at Jesus’ feet and thanked him for what He had done for him.
Jesus said, “Didn’t I heal ten men? Where are the other nine?”

Jesus then said to the man, “Stand up and go. Your faith has healed you.”

Which man was thankful for what Jesus had done? (The one that came back.) 
Why do you think the others did not come back and thank Jesus? (They were too concerned about the good thing that had happened to them, they forgot about Jesus, they were not grateful.)

Let’s make the choice to be thankful. We can be thankful to Jesus for loving us
and giving us eternal life.

PRAY: “God, we are so, so grateful for everything You’ve done in our lives. We’re thankful that we can count on You, no matter what’s going on around us. You never change. You always love us. Thank You for sending Jesus to be our Savior so we can have a relationship with You that will last forever. We love You, and we’re so grateful that we can trust You no matter what. We pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.”

CRAFT:  IN EVERYTHING, GIVE THANKS - 1 THESSALONIANS 5:18

With the Thanksgiving season upon us, there has never been a better time to reflect on everything we have to be thankful for... and a great time to teach our children to do the same.

But sometimes it's easier to be thankful than others, isn't it? When things are going according to plan, when life is going great... it's easy to thank God for the blessings He's given us. But when things aren't going so well? That's a little tougher. But the Bible tells us to give thanks for EVERYTHING! It does not say be thankful for the good things... but for all things.

Thanksgiving Blessings Handprint Turkey
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Materials
· Paper Plate
· Paint/Crayons/Markers
· Construction Paper
· Scissors
· Glue
1. First up, start with your paper plate. This will be the base of our turkey, so use paint, markers or crayons to color it brown! (I personally prefer paint for a nice vibrant look, but crayons or markers are little less messy for little ones!) Allow to dry.
2. Finish the base off by giving your turkey a fun face! You can draw this on, or use construction paper.
3. Now it’s time for feathers! Trace your little one’s hands onto the construction paper. Cut out the handprints. You will need several hand prints in a variety of color to give your turkey a full look!
4. Here's where the lesson in thankfulness comes in! Ask your little one to think about things they are thankful for and write them on each finger. Encourage them to think about not just the typical things (family, friends, etc) but also the small things and even the silly things (For instance, I for one am quite thankful for heated seats in my car! It's small, it’s silly, it’s true!) Remind them again that it is not just the big things we should be thankful for, but the little things too!
5. Once they have finished writing down what they are thankful for, attach your feathers to the back of the plate. (It's okay if the feathers overlap and are not all readable!)
